On 5 January 2011 myself, my sister and a few s&lecadets and NCOs from 75 Arawa Squadron weendive
chance to go to the ceremony of the handing of $@ani Manahi's sword from the family and iwi to tGhief of
Defence ForceMajor General Rhys Jonesat Te Papiouru Marae, Ohinemutu.

We met down at the marae at 1500 hours for theiaffpowhiri onto the marae. After all the forntas, we were
given a speech from SGT Haani Manahi's son abaupapa and his sword. SGT Haani Manahi led a ggnalip of
Te Arawa people in the great battle of Takroun@\jmil 1943 and was recommended a Victoria Crossa lhield
Marshal and three Generals, he was sadly decligatieo Queen and Government because he was a Ma&@&T
Haani Manahi sadly passed away in 1986 due to eraah near Te Puke.

In October 2006, it was announced that Buckinghatade had agreed to honour SGT Haani Manahi irffarelnt
form. The Duke of York, representing the Queeerspnted an award to representatives of Te Arawahaenilanahi
family at a ceremony at Te Papiouru Marae, Ohinemabh 17 March 2007. The SGT’s whanau had received
prestige award which was the sword of a great prinéhe sword has been held at Te Papaiouru Mardevas
handed to the Chief of Defence Folajor General Jonesby the son of SGT Haani Manabhi.

After the handing over of the sword, all the RSAnmbers, Regular Force and Cadet Force marched dmwimet
SGT's resting place and paid our respects to sachoaourable Maori man, where some of the cadete weky
enough to have photos next to the grave and then pptaotos with the Chief of Defence Force.
