Rotorua Girls' High School is very proud of itsueadata — for all students. The data shows howwatticular, our
Te Kotahitanga programme over the past 8 yearsedispecifically at improving Maori achievement, niew

influencing our leaver data very positively. Is@lshows that the consistent approach, over theBpgsars, with our
3 school goals (relating to numeracy and literaatadn the junior school, NCEA data in the senicla®! and
school-wide attendance), is having very positiveeomes.

Achievement Data for Leavers 2005 and 2010
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Achievement levels

For all student leavers in the past 6 years, the® been a 10% “gain” in leavers with Level 3 owdled

qualifications (from 22% to 32%) and a 19% “drop’ the NFQ area (from 20% to 1%) which indicateseayv
positive trend across all achievement levels. e pércentage of leavers with at least NCEA Levkea8 risen 10%
(from 22% to 32%) while the number of students iegwith at least NCEA Level 3 has risen by 16 1tfir62 to 68).
The percentage of leavers with at least NCEA L@vehs risen 18% (from 45% to 63%) while the nundfestudents
leaving with at least Level 2 has risen by 28 (frd5 to 133). The percentage of students leaviitly at least
NCEA Level 1 has risen 20% (from 61% to 81%) wtihe numbers of students has risen 28 (from 1427%).1
These statistics show that there have been venjfis@nt increases for our students. The numbelea¥ers has
decreased from 233 to 210 (a drop of 23).
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Overall, Rotorua Girls' High School has much topbeud of — our students are staying longer andeaaiy better
results each year.

For maori leavers, the gains have been significaite percentage leaving with Level 3 or Level 4 hiaen 20%
(from 6% to 26%). The percentage leaving with LeX¥er better has risen 32% (from 25% to 57%), whhe
percentage leaving with Level 1 or better has ri38% (from 40% to 75%). In the NFQ area, the 6ryefata is
amazing — down 27% (from 28% to 1%). 8 years agtwiRa Girls' High School had 32% of maori leavierghis
category, and it was this particular statistic that the catalyst for the school’'s drive to impravaori achievement.

It is worth noting that in the past 6 years the banof maori leavers with at least Level 1 hasirisg 53 (from 41 to
94). The number leaving with Level 2 or better hissn by 46 (from 26 to 72). And the number legwvith Level 3
or better has risen by 27 (from 6 to 33). At thene time the number of our maori leavers has ordseased from
104 to 126, indicating our maori students are stayonger in school. This is also borne out by fiet that the
number of maori students in Year 13 has risen #@nn 2006 and 51 in 2009 to 106 in 2010.
